Session Information:

This year’s curriculum is based on a 5-day program:

Monday:                   Dribbling Turns
Tuesday:           Ball Control, Passing
Wednesday:  Shooting, Goalkeeping
Thursday:         Heading, Defending
Friday:                Small-Sided Games

U5-U6 Camp begins at 9:30am and ends at 11:30am, 
Monday thru Friday. The total cost for five 2-hour 
sessions is $110.

U7-U15 Camp begins at 8:30am and ends at 11:30 am, 
Monday thru Friday. The total cost for five 3-hour 
sessions is $150.

Age Groups:

U5 - U7
For players in the early development stage, the 
emphasis will be on fun and technical training. Basic 
skills will be taught through a variety of games and 
exercises.

U8 - U10
Individual techniques and skills will be taught through 
a variety of drills. The sessions will focus on 
development through both games and technical 
instruction, creating an environment that is fun but 
presents increasing challenges.

U11 - U15
Individual skills and techniques will be taught through 
a wide range of drills and field situations. Coaching will 
include both technical and tactical instruction, focusing 
on development of a broader understanding of the 
game.

Each player will be checked in and out by supervisory camp 
personnel every day of camp.

Players will be grouped by age and ability, and may be moved 
to other groups as the coaching staff is able to assess player 

learning and development in response to the challenges 
presented during a week-long session.
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
